Manufacturer of the Year

Team of the Year
Customer requirements presented a demanding challenge to design, develop and manufacture a new product in a relatively short lead time. Their success was all the more exceptional due to the regulatory approvals required in such the time allowed

Apprentice of the Year
This apprentice showed the ability and desire to go beyond the required framework for his apprenticeship. He took responsibility design and prototype build, whilst effectively interfacing with customers to provide high quality support using intelligence and good application of his technical knowledge
